Urgent Times Require Urgent 

Action & Not Procrastination 
 
Many of our clinical laboratory professionals and the 
facilities they are working in are being impacted by the 
current economic downturn. New statistics released in 
December from the U.S. Bureau of Labor Statistics 
show that more hospitals recorded mass layoffs in 
2008 than any year in the past decade. On top of that 
bad news, an American Hospital Association report 
found that a combination of tightening credit, declining 
patient demand, and an increasing number of patients 
who cannot pay for care is forcing some healthcare 
facilities to make cuts to staff and services. Even while 
laboratories have been diligently doing their part to 
boost efficiency through measures like Lean for over a 
decade, national surveys are finding that this recession 
is compelling laboratories to ramp up cost cutting 
measures and tighten budgets to cope with the ripple 
effects of the bad economy.  Unfortunately, the 
financial forecast will get even worse before it gets 
better.  We will see an increasing domino effect of job 
losses and ensuing loss of health insurance which will 
add to the rising amount of uncompensated care.  
Bottom line, clinical laboratory professionals need to 
be educated, aware and ready to respond when action 
is needed. 

Has your facility taken actions to respond to the 
economic downturn?  If not, count your blessings but 
know that actions may still be required in the future. A 
national survey completed in December identified the 
top laboratory reactions to this economic recession. 

Areas of Impact Being Seen: 

 Budget cuts 
 Severe cut backs in education programs 
 Implementation of hiring freezes 
 Elimination of overtime 
 Mandatory reduction to hours 
 Reduction in force/lay offs 

 Wage cuts and benefit reductions 
 Delayed capital purchases 
 Less referred testing but reduced staff means 

high workload demands 
 Closing of satellite locations and smaller 

facilities 
 Hiring less educated staff to perform testing, 

or cross training entry level positions to 
perform some testing responsibilities 

 Mandating supervisory staff to work the bench 
fulltime 
 

The fallout of these drastic actions has not even 
begun to be identified.  Without appropriate 
staffing, clinical laboratories may require 
overtime which can lead to morale issues and 
fatigue – leading to increasing errors, decreasing 
service levels, and decreasing quality.  Without 
appropriate instrumentation, clinical laboratories 
may impact directly on testing availability or 
service issues related to instrument downtimes.  
All of these have the potential to impact on 
clinical laboratory professionals and the way 
they strive to provide accessible, affordable, and 
safe clinical laboratory services. 

No Time For Procrastination-CLS Professionals 
Must Be United! 

 

Over the past several weeks I‟ve heard clinical 
laboratory professionals question whether the 
economic downturn will impact negatively on 
professional organizations and actions that need to 
be taken to move our profession forward.  I would 
like to say… now more than ever, Clinical 
Laboratory Professionals MUST INVEST in 
themselves, STRENGTHEN their professional 
networks and BECOME or REMAIN members in 
professional organizations (ASCLS!!) that are 
FIGHTING FOR THEIR PROFESSION! 

 

It is during times like these that clinical laboratory 
professionals MUST be visible in their workplaces, 

demonstrate the value they bring to healthcare, and 
support strong advocacy at the local, state, regional, 
and national levels.  Clinical Laboratory Science 
Professionals MUST be united and speak out in a 
common LOUD voice for the profession.  This can 
not be done by individuals alone.  There is strength 
and power in numbers!

Dr. Ron Laessig 

 
 

It is with deepest regret that I inform my ASCLS-WI 
colleagues of the death of Ron Laessig, Ph.D.  Ron 
died unexpectedly, but peacefully, in his sleep on 
March 29.  He was the director of the Wisconsin State 
Lab of Hygiene from 1980-2006 and served for 15 
years as the chief of the Lab‟s clinical chemistry section 

prior to his promotion.  He officially retired a year ago 
but continued to work on special projects and would 
frequently “make rounds” through Henry Mall to greet 
staff whenever he was in the building. 
 

Ron is probably best known as the father of the “Users‟ 
Courses” – one or two day seminars which brought 
together instrument manufacturer representatives and 
their Wisconsin laboratory customers.  He thoroughly 
enjoyed being the emcee, especially during the Q&A 
sessions where the industry reps often found 
themselves in the “hot seat”.   
 
Ron mentored Sharon Ehrmeyer when she was 
working on her Ph.D. and both co-authored the Poor 
Man‟s Guide to CLIA „88.  Even though he was a highly 
regarded speaker who traveled the world and received 
many honors, he told me the meeting he most enjoyed 
was our ASCLS-WI state meeting.  His presentations 
were always lively, entertaining and educational.  He 
held the Clinical Laboratory Science profession in high 
esteem and I was often the beneficiary, as he both 
encouraged my professional involvement and provided 
me with whatever resources were available at the Lab.   
 
Because of his support for our profession, the BOD 
of the WISCLS Scholarship Fund unanimously 
voted to name one of the clinical year scholarships 
in his honor.

               Days Report 

 

Mary Jo Tietge, ASCLS-WI Government 
Affairs Chairperson 

 
Kimberly Murray, Jeannette Packee, Susan Stalewski, 
students Bryna Annis and Amy Guiterrez, and I 
attended the Legislative Symposium sponsored by 
ASCLS,  ASCP, CLMA and AMT March 23 and 24.   
 
The topics addressed included modernization of the 
Medicare Clinical Laboratory Fee Schedule, increasing 
the Medicare fee for specimen collection, the shortage 
of qualified laboratory professionals and increased 
Federal support for education and training to address 
the workforce shortage.  Speakers on Monday provided 
the participants with relevant information and then we 
“attacked Capitol Hill,” meeting with aides of each of 
the members of the Wisconsin Congressional 
delegation. 
 
Members of the staff of the Senators and 
Representatives with whom we met shared their 
bosses‟ concerns about health care reform and the 
economy.  Most are in favor of reform that will provide 
health coverage to the uninsured and change the 
system to make it more efficient and cost-effective.  
The consensus on the Hill is that there will be reform of 
healthcare and the legislation that we are supporting 
will likely be included in the final package.  We also 
shared information about the proposed closing of the 
CLS program at UW Madison. 
 
What can you the member do to support our lobbying 
efforts? 
 

 Seek current information about the legislation on 
the ASCLS website before writing to members of 
Congress so that you have the most current 
information.  You may find sample letters there.  
Email messages will get to your representative 
faster than a mailed letter.  Be descriptive in your 
subject line, for example, using the name and 
number of the bill, or “Clinical Laboratory Workforce 
Shortage” 

 Contact your member of Congress, asking him or 
her to co-sponsor and support HR 1452 which will 
establish a negotiated rule-making process to 
modernize the Medicare Fee Schedule for Clinical 
Laboratory tests.  If the Representative has already 
signed on to co-sponsor or support the bill, thank 

him or her profusely. 

 Ask Senator Feingold and Senator Kohl to 
introduce into the Senate a companion bill to HR 
1452. 

 Let your representative and the Senators know how 
the workforce shortage is affecting you and your 
employer.  Tell your story. 

 Share your communications and the responses 
with Elissa Passiment (elissap@ascls.org) ASCLS 
so that ASCLS leadership can continue their 
efforts.
